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Dear Forest Hills Family: 

One of my favorite stories in the Bible has always been the story of the 

rebuilding of the wall in Nehemiah.  You may recall that the children 

of Israel had been judged by God for turning away from Him.  The 

Babylonians conquered Israel and took them away in exile.  While 

they were captives, Babylon itself was captured by the Persians.  Dur-

ing the reign of King Artaxerxes I, Nehemiah was the cup bearer.  He 

became trusted by the King due to his faithful service.   

Upon learning that the wall around Jerusalem remained in a tattered 

state, Nehemiah became depressed.  He desperately needed the King’s 

help to rebuild the wall but was afraid to approach him. Nehemiah 

knew that he could be put to death for coming to the King without be-

ing summoned.  In his distress, Nehemiah turned to God for help and 

discernment on how to approach the King.  During his prayer, Nehe-

miah quoted God when asking for help in rebuilding the wall: “but if 

you return to me and keep my commandments and do them, though 

your outcasts are in the uttermost parts of heaven, from there I will 

gather them and bring them to the place that I have chosen, to make 

my name dwell there” Nehemiah 1:9 ESV.  Nehemiah wasn’t trying to 

remind God of His past promise.  Instead, he was claiming that prom-

ise for his people during his time.  He understood that God is always 

willing to help those who return to Him in genuine repentance. The 

good news is that God provided an opportunity for Nehemiah to ap-

proach the King and made provisions for their journey and work.  De-

spite some serious opposition, God protected the workers so that the 

wall was rebuilt in only 52 days!  

As we look to rebuild our wall at Forest Hills, let us genuinely turn to 

God and seek His forgiveness, direction, and provision.  We need to 

understand that we will face opposition, there will be difficulties, and 

we will need to remain vigilant in our efforts to glorify God in our con-

gregation.  However, the same God that provided and protected Nehe-

miah’s efforts is still on the throne, and we don’t have to be afraid to 

approach Him! May Forest Hills be a place that God has chosen to 

make His name dwell.
