Have you ever asked yourself, why do we give gifts at Christ-
mas? [ must confess [ haven’t really thought about it. It is just
something I have always seen modeled in my family. Of course, it
is a “tradition” that has remained as I get older. However, one
thing has changed about gift giving. I now realize it isn’t about the
gifts and presents. It is about Christ! I now understand He is the
greatest Gift ever given!

Yet, as [ ponder our gift giving, I realize it does have a biblical con-
nection. Yes, it goes back to the Magi bringing gifts to the Savior
of the world. The gifts were given in honor of the Infant King. As
a result, the tradition of giving gifts today is supposed to remind us
of the Magi giving gifts to Jesus. However, | would say for most
people the Magi are rarely thought about when giving a gift. The
focus for many has become the gifts and trying to figure out what
someone really wants or needs. So, I want to help you give the per-
fect gift this year. Give the GREATEST GIFT OF ALL! Give the
gospel. Be intentional this Christmas about sharing Jesus and the
Good News with family, friends, and others God puts in your path.
